PROGRAM

 Students recommended by partner universities will be accepted after selection and approval.
[@D For students learning intermediate or upper intermediate Japanese]

« According to their Japanese level, exchange students will take 3 Japanese courses: oral expression(2
classes), writing(2 classes), and vocabulary(1 class).

« Depending on their language ability and needs, they are required to register for at least 3 additional
classes, either in Japanese or English with Japanese students.

« Additionally, they can take a 5-week intensive Japanese language course in February and March.
« They are encouraged to aim for JLPT N3 or N2 by the time they return home.

XIf student’s Japanese language proficiency is at an advanced level, she/he will be exempted from the Winter Intensive Course.
[@ For students taking courses in their major taught in English*]

« They are required to register for 6 or more classes per week. If they prefer, they can also take an
elementary Japanese course (4 classes).

*In this case, since the number of faculties accepting students is limited, prior consultation with the International Office is required.
